 Men Max 10 players, no age limit 
 Women Max 10 players, no age limit 
 Mixed Max 10 players, no age limit 
 Senior Men Max 10 players, born in 1977 and before 
 Senior Women Max 10 players, born in 1977 and before 
 Senior Mixed Max 10 players, born in 1977 and before 

 
 One player can participate in two disciplines, either in Men / Senior Men and 

Mixed / Senior Mixed or in Women / Senior Women and Mixed / Senior Mixed. It 
is only possible to participate in one age category. Senior players have the right 
to take part if they reach the determined age during the year of the competition. 
Only players holding the citizenship of the country they represent may be 
registered to participate in World Championships. If a player has more than one 
citizenships he/she has to decide for which country he/she wants to participate 
in World Championships.

Competition Rules: 
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According to the IIA “Official Indiaca Rules 2009” and to the “World Championships in Indiaca – 
Regulations, January 2014” 
 
Entry fee: EUR 200.00 per one team. 
The entry fee is  EURO 300,00 for the first team for non members of the IIA. Any following teams 
EURO 200,00. 
The bills will be sent by the IIA to the participating federations after receiving the definitive registration. 
The entry fee has to be paid by June, 1st 2017 at the very latest. 

 
Provisional registration 
This form has to be received by the IIA Secretariat by February 6th 2017 at the latest. 
 
Definitive registration 
This form has to be received by the IIA Secretariat by May, 6th 2017 at the latest. 
 
Name registration of the referees 
The nominative registration of the referees has to be received by the IIA Secretariat at the same time 
as definitive registration, by May, 6th 2017 at the latest. 
 
Nominative registration of the players and officials 
This form has to be received by the IIA Secretariat by July, 6th 2017 at the latest. 
 
Accreditation 
All official members of the delegations have to be accredited by OC. 
The accreditation dates are August, 7th 2017 and it will take place at OC-Office. 
 
Insurance 
This is compulsory and responsibility of each participant. 
During the accreditation the Head of Delegation has to confirm by its signature to Organizing 
Committee that all members of delegation have a medical insurance.
